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I. PURPOSE

1. The primary purpose of forming the Brewster United Soccer Club is to foster
and promote the sport of recreationalyouth soccer; to introduce the sport of
soccer to the youth of the community; to make available for the youth of the
community and to maintain and sponsor youth soccer for the recreation and
well-being of the youth of the community; and such other necessary acts as
may be permitted by the laws of the State of New York.

2. The Brewster United Soccer Club, herein after called the'BUSC', has as its
goal the development of our children through youth soccer. The BUSC
intends to foster the physical, mental and social development of our youth by
encouraging good sportsmanship, fair play, teamwork and an all out effort
from each team player.

3. The BUSC is a member of the East Hudson Youth Soccer League, herein
after called the'League'. The League provides the BUSC with affiliation to
the United States Soccer Federation and ultimately with FIFA, which is the
world wide governing body of soccer. The BUSC will abide by the
Constitution and By-laws of the League in addition to the Constitution and By-
laws of the BUSC.

4. The Brewster United Soccer Club was founded in the spring of 1976. The
Brewster United Soccer Club is a not-for-profit organization. All monies raised
by the BUSC are used for not-for-profit purposes.

II. MEMBERSHIP

1. Any person is eligible for membership in BUSC.

2. Each person, upon being accepted as a member of the BUSC, may request a
copy of the Constitution and By-laws of the BUSC.

3. Any organization wishing to join the BUSC for the purpose of entering a travel
team must petition the Board of Directors. The request for membership must
be received by the BUSC on or before June 1 for the Fall season, and
November 1, for the Spring season. The Board of Directors will decide upon
the admissibility of the petitioning organization. The Board will give due
consideration to the stability of its existing teams and the best interest of the
youth the BUSC seryes.

4. The BUSC may admit teams from outside the jurisdiction of the BUSC
provided they are not currently under suspension, or have charges filed
against them by any organization affiliated with the League or its parent
organization.



5. Each travel team, upon being accepted as a member of the BUSC shall
receive a copy of the Constitution and By-laws of the BUSC.

6. The Board of Directors may, at its discretion, suspend from membership, or
expel, any individual, team or group who:

a) Willfully refuses or violates any of the provisions of the Constitution
and By-laws, or Rules of the BUSC.

b) Has committed any act, which is inconsistent with the principles and
standards of good sportsmanship and fair play.

Such action shall require twothirds vote of the Board of Directors. A member
shall have the opportunity to show cause why such action shall not be taken.

7. The Board of Directors may reinstate a member, travel team or group who
has been suspended or expelled from the BUSC.

III. BUSC OFFICERS

1. The officers of the Board of Directors shall be elected at the Annual General
Meeting. Those officers shall be President, First Vice President, Second Vice
President, Secretary, Registrar and Treasurer. Those elected will assume
office upon adjournment of the Annual General Meeting.

2. Officers of the Board of Directors will be elected every two years. A minimum
of two members of the Board of Directors shall have prior coaching
experience in soccer.

3. The powers and duties of the BUSC Officers are:

PRESIDENT - The President shall be Executive Officer of the BUSC, preside
over all meetings and shall appoint members and chairman of any special
committees. Committee coordinators do not have a vote.

The President will appoint the three members of the Board with the
approval of the Board:

o Head Referee
. Field Coordinator
o Fund Raising Coordinator

FIRST VICE PRESIDENT - During the absence or disability of the President, the
First Vice President shall have all the powers and functions of the President.
He/She will also be responsible for the Travel Program. Responsibilities include
